ACCOMPANYING VALVE USAGE

The TVH.4511 valve has no temperature
control ability. In order to achieve temper-
ature control ability it should be used in
combination with a temperature control
valve such as the Isenberg TVH.4201.

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FINISHED TILE POSITION

Install Drywall and Tile. Ensure finished tile
surface is between the min and max marks
on the mid guards.

TRIM MARKINGS / WATER OUTPUT

The below diagram shows the markings on
the trim plate and the outputs on the valve.
This will help the installation professional

to connect the appropriate accessories to the
valve output ports
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FLUSHING THE VALVE / REPLACING THE VOLUME CARTRIDGE

In order to clear dirt in the lines - you must flush
the valve before the wall is closed and water is
turned on for the first time.

1) Remove cartridge by turning with a spanner

2) Turn on water supply and let water flow
removing any dirtin the lines.
