1. All of the valves in this deck tub rough in set are separate. This allows each to be placed for ease of
operation & design. Please consult with the home owner or contfractor to determine the placement of
the valves & tub spout.

2.a You will be installing (DECK TUB SET) hot & cold valve, a spout nipple w/ an adapter for the spout &
tee.

2.b (DECK TUB SET w/ HANDSHOWER) hot & cold valve, diverter valve, spout nipple w/ an adapter for the
spout & nipple for the hand shower.

3. Determine the correct valve rough- in measurement based on the trim product number. Reference
the rough-in specification document and find the ‘A’ measurement. (see page 4)

4. The hole size for Hot & Cold valvesis 1 1/2".

5. The hole for spout nipple & hand shower bracket (w/ handshower) : 1 1/4”

6. All lever handle sets are supplied with 1 hot & 1 cold valve. All valves are marked hot or cold.

RECOMMENDED TOOLS & MATERIALS Most of the procedures require the use of common tools & materials, which
are available from hardware & plumbing supply stores. It is essential that the tools and materials be on hand before work.

NOTE: Before the set-up, know first the Trim number (see back) to ‘
adjust the rough-in measurement. The stem & nipple may be
frimmed to the correct measurement

PART 1 (1) Insert the hot deck valve (LEFT SIDE);cold deck valve
(RIGHT SIDE)through the 1 1/2" hole & install the top-fastening nut. (2)
Set the deck valve to proper rough-in height by adjusting the top
mounting nut & secure the valve by fightening the bottom valve nut.
(3) Apply teflon tape or pipe joint compound to the short end of the
3/4" spout nipple. Thread short end of the nipple into the quick deck
spout adapter. Install the quick connect adapter through the 1 1/4"
hole in the deck making sure that the deck spout adapter sits flat on
the finished deck.

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PART 2 Connect the 3/4" NPT outlets from the hot & cold deck valves to the spout tee.

This part of the instruction will guide you through the installation of the diverter valve & the hand
shower

PART 3 Same process will be made on the Hot & Cold deck valve, and the deck Spout. (SEE PART 1)
(1) Insert the diverter valve through the 1 1/2" hole & install the top-fastening nut. (2) Install the
nipple for the hand shower hose guide through a 1 1/4" hole in the deck. (see page 4 for Rough-in specs)

(Recommended: Handshower hose & Diverter valve to be installed close to each other, to have more hose length.)

PART 4 Connect the 3/4" NPT outlets from the hot & cold deck valves to the tee. (see suggested
installation for RIGID or FLEX) & run combined supply to the INLET port on the deck diverter valve.
Connect the port marked OUTLET on the deck diverter to the deck tub spout nipple.

PART 5 (1) Attach the trim components by installing the escutcheons onto the valves. (You may
need to trim the nipple & stem) (2) If there is a “gap”, please trim the nipple to allow the escutcheon
to bottom out on the finished deck. Please trim stem so that the handle sits just above the

escutcheon. (3) Set the deck spout onto the quick connect spout adapter & tighten the set screw
at the base of the spout.

PART & INSTALLING THE SHOWER
Insert the black plastic insert

& loosely attach trim ring to
the hose guide for the

hand shower. Aftach the
finished hand shower hose

end with the “O" ring fo

the hand shower.

Attach the remaining end to the male end of the stainless steel hose & route both hoses through the
hose guide. Place the hand shower so that the head will spray into the tub & hand tighten the trim
ring on the hose guide.

Insert the valve from below, through the 1 1/2" hole. Install the fop mounting nut. Set the deck valve
to the proper valve height defined by dimensions “A” by adjusting the top mounting nut. Secure the
valve to the counter top using the countertop spacer & the bottom valve nut.

= SPOUT INSTALLATION see ric 2 betow)

Insert the spout mount assembly (D) into the 1 1/4"” spout hole. Secure the mount assembly in place
using the mount washer (B) & bottom mount nut (C). Appy teflon tape or pipe thread compound
to the bottom of the spout mount assembly. Attach the 3/4" tee (E).

Install the spout (F) by inserting the spout base onto the quick connect. Secure in place with the
setscrew. (see FIG 3 below)

Attach handles (H) to valve stem. Secure with set screws.
